Fun Fly Pylon Racing Event
Date: 21st.July and 22nd. July 2007

Venue: Tuas Flying Site

Competition Rules.
1. Planes must meet the requirements spelt out for each category of the pylon class registered.

2. Participants cannot switch planes between heats.
3. Each pilot is allowed one caller and one mechanic to assist.

4. Each participant is required to fly two heats of 3 minutes each. Ranking will be based on the highest average score of two heats (completed rounds). In the event of a tie, the participant with the higher score for any individual heat will be the winner.
5. Flight Zone : The plane must be flown between the pylons and in front of the pilot.  Any participant who flies the model past the flight line will be disqualified from that round.
6. Start and flight time.
a.
Participants are given 3 minutes to complete as many rounds round the pylons. 

b.
At the sound of the starting horn, the assistant will release the plane for take off.


Marshall will look out for false start (releasing the plane before the sound of the  horn.) One lap will be deducted for false start. 
c. If engine goes dead before the start, the assistant should remove the plane from 
the take off zone to restart the engine. 
The assistant will release the plane for take off only after the last plane has taken off.

If the engine goes dead while in mid flight, the plane will be grounded and the 

pilot will not be allowed to resume the race.
d.
A maximum of 4 planes are permitted to be in the air at one time for all pylon   categories.

e.
Stand by group (next group of fliers) will assemble at the designated area.

       7.
     
 Scoring Marshals will stand behind the caller or the pilot.

The Marshal is not allowed to give verbal or non verbal signals to the pilot to execute maneuvers.
        8.       Scoring

 a.
A completed round is when the plane passes the 2 pylons and the start line.   Observation Marshal, stationed at each pylon, will raise a coloured flag if the plane cuts any pylon (turning before passing the pylon).
      For every pylon cut, one lap will be deducted.
b.
If the plane does not pass the start line, when the 3 minutes is up, that particular 

      round is not counted.
c. Scoring Marshall’s decision is final. 
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Disqualification
Should the Scoring Marshal find the participant incompetent  in handling the model, he is authorized to disqualify the participant from taking part in the event.
7. Arbitration
The disqualified participant has the right to seek arbitration, if he so feels the judgment made against him is unfair. He can approach the Chief Marshall and request for a jury to convene where the participant will present his case. The decision of the jury is final.  
8. Transmitter impound

All transmitters must be at the impound area before the start of the competition.  Removal of transmitters without the authorization of the Marshall at the impound area, will disqualify the participant from taking part in the competition.

      Sports Plane Category   (Starting time of race – Sunday 9.30am)
Specification of plane:  a.
All specialized racing planes are to be excluded, e.g. Quickies, Vipers, etc.




        b. Max. engine capacity: 0.50 for 2 cycle or 0.75 for 4 cycle.

Engine must be fitted with muffler. The use of tune pipe is not permitted.
        c. Plane must run off ground to take off. Hand launch is not 
permitted.

      Racing Plane Category   (Starting time of race – Sunday 12.30 pm) 

      Specification of plane:  a.
Engine capacity: 0.50 for 2 cycle or 0.75 for 4 cycle.





        b. Hand launch below shoulder level is allowed. 
       C.
       Open Electric Category  (Starting time of race – Sunday 2.00pm)

       Specification of plane:  a.
Open to all fixed wing electric motor driven plane.




         b. Hand launch below shoulder level is allowed.
Pylons
        Planes are required to fly between two erected pylons. 

        The pylons are set at 120 metres apart with pilots standing between 55 metres to 65 metres    
        from the first pylon and 80 metres from the flight line.

        Each pylon is 9 metres high.
